
The Centers for Medicare & Medicaid             
Services (CMS) announced that a special 
enrollment period (SEP) for individuals and 
families who did not have health coverage in 
2014 and are subject to the fee or ñshared        
responsibility paymentò when they file their 
2014 TAXES in states which use the Federally-
facilitated Marketplaces (FFM). Residents of 
Oregon and Washington -  this means you! 

This special enrollment period will allow those 
individuals and families who were unaware or 
didnôt understand the implications of this new 
requirement to enroll in 2015 through the FFM. 

Those eligible for this special enrollment period 
live in states with a FFM and: 

¶ Currently are not enrolled in coverage 
through the FFM for 2015, 

¶ Attest that when they filed their 2014 tax  
return they paid the fee for not having health 
coverage in 2014, and 

¶ Attest that they first became aware of, or  
understood the implications of, the Shared   
Responsibility Payment after the end of open 
enrollment (February 15, 2015) in             
connection with preparing their 2014 taxes. 

The SEP is from March 15, 2015 until 8:59 pm 
P.S.T. on April 30, 2015. If a consumer enrolls in 
coverage on or before the 15th of the month,  
coverage will be effective on the first day of the 
following month. 

Folks who do not qualify for an exemption and 
went without health coverage in 2014 will have  

 
 

to pay a fee – $95 per adult or 1 percent of their 
income, whichever is greater – when they file 
their taxes this year. Individuals taking            
advantage of this special enrollment period will 
still owe a fee for the months they were             
uninsured and did not receive an exemption in 
2014 and 2015. This special enrollment period  
is designed to allow such individuals the          
opportunity to get covered for the remainder of 
the year and avoid additional fees for 2015 
(which will be $325 per adult or 2% of income, 
again, whichever is greater). To take advantage 
of this SEP and find out if you are eligible,     
contact MIM today!

1 1/2 cups fat free milk 
1 (8 oz) container fat free 
cream cheese 
2 cloves garlic, minced 
1 (26 oz) can fat free      
condensed cream of     
mushroom soup 
1 cup chopped green onions 
1 cup sliced carrots 
1 (15.25 oz) can whole    
kernel corn, undrained 

 
 

1 1/2 cups chopped potatoes 
1 tsp. dried parsley 
1/2 tsp. ground black     
pepper 
1/2 tsp. ground cayenne 
pepper 
1/2 pound shrimp 
1/2 pound bay scallops 
1/2 pound crabmeat 
1 (6.5 oz) can chopped 
clams 

Directions: 
 

Place 1/2 cup milk, cream cheese, and garlic in a large 
pot over low heat.  Cook and stir until blended.   
 

Mix in remaining milk, soup, green onions, carrots, corn with liquid, potatoes, parsley 
and cayenne pepper.  Simmer 25 minutes.  Do not boil. 
 

Add the shrimp, scallops, crabmeat and clams and continue cooking 10 minutes or until      
seafood is opaque.
